REGULATIONS FOR THE SELECTION OF PERSONS SEEKING THE CAREER AS A JUDGE
1. The Regulations on selection of persons seeking the career as a judge establish:

1.1. the procedure for the selection of persons seeking a career as a judge (judges, doctors of social sciences and habilitated doctors of law) - candidates for the positions of judges of a regional court, the Regional Administrative Court, the Court of Appeal of Lithuania and the Supreme Administrative Court of Lithuania;

1.2. The procedure for selecting candidates for the positions of a chairperson, vice-chairperson, chairperson of a division of a district court, a regional court, the Regional Administrative Court, the Lithuanian Court of Appeal and the Supreme Administrative Court of Lithuania in the courts of the same level;

1.3. The procedure for selecting judges wishing to be transferred to another court of the same instance or to a court of the same instance of another jurisdiction.

2. Persons seeking a career as a judge are selected by the Selection Commission of Candidates to Judicial Office referred to in Article 551 of the Law on Courts of the Republic of Lithuania (hereinafter - the Law on Courts) (hereinafter - the Commission).

3. The Commission - a commission formed in accordance with the provisions of Article 551 of the Law on Courts, the purpose of which is to assist the President of the Republic in selecting the most suitable candidates for the positions of specific court judges, court chairpersons, vice-chairpersons, and chairpersons of divisions of courts. 

4. The composition of the Commission, its rights and duties, the procedure for its formation, the procedure for the performance of meetings and decision-making shall be established in the description of the procedure for the selection of candidates for judges approved by the President of the Republic.
5. In selecting judges, the Commission follows the Constitution of the Republic of Lithuania, the Law on Courts, other laws and legal acts of the Republic of Lithuania, the Description of the Procedure for the Selection Commission of Candidates to Judicial Office approved by the President of the Republic and the Judicial Council Evaluation Criteria.
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
